
     Wetlands Not Present
Prepare a letter to be sent to
USACE for a Wetland
Determination.

Wetlands Present
Prepare data forms and map
wetlands at site to be included in
Wetland Delineation Report.

USACE Confirmation
USACE visits site to confirm
absence of wetlands. USACE issues
disclaimer.

Wetland Delineation Report
Report includes site description, environmental
setting, methods used, results and opinion of
jurisdictional status.

Submit Findings to USACE
Includes Wetland Delineation Report, data forms from on site investigation, site
location map, USGS map, soils map, aerial photos and wetlands map.

On Site Wetland Confirmation Meeting with USACE
USACE Project Manager reviews wetland map, discusses questionable wetland areas
and decides jurisdictional status of wetlands. Wetlands not subject to USACE
jurisdiction may still be considered “Waters of the State”.

Receive Confirmation Letter from USACE
USACE will issue a confirmation letter and stamped map
which expires in 3-5 years.

Preliminary Site Assessment
Review project location, aerial photos, soils map,
USGS map, previous studies.

On Site Investigation
Examine hydrology, soils and vegetation to produce data forms in
accordance with Arid West procedures for delineating wetlands.
